St David’s Poultry Team
newsletter. Since our last
newsletter so many things
have changed it is difficult
to know where to start.

As a result of the very sad demise of
Cappoquin Chickens last month we have
moved premises away from Clogheen to
our own Practice near to Newcastle West.
Cappoquins failure has been a serious
problem to us all and together with many
of our clients we have lost considerable
amounts of money. It is a reflection on the
very difficult poultry market at present
that the company was forced into
receivership, and we can only hope that
the new owners are able to bring the
company back, like a phoenix arising from
the fire (do Phoenix require veterinary
attentions?).

The new premises are at the old Grange
hatchery and have been licensed with the
veterinary authorities in Ireland, Liam is
based there and has undertaken the
Responsible Person training to allow him
to be involved in the supply of medicines.
Brian Roche has joined us as a qualified
poultry vet and we are very excited that
we now have a vet based in Ireland who
is interested in Poultry and able to offer
rapid post mortems and farm visits as
required. Brian is backed up by myself and
Mike Alcorn and we will continue to visit
farms on a regular basis and put in place
preventive plans as required. Western
Brands has taken over some of the
breeders from Cappoquin and we will now
be working with Eugene to provide high
quality chicks from the old Cappoquin
hatchery. As part of our plans we need to
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he will ensure a vet is rapidly involved
when needed.

We have also formed a new company in
Ireland, St David's Poultry Team (IRE) Ltd.
This is a standalone business which will
provide the services as before, but from
an lrish base. This once again confirms our
long term presence in Ireland and shows
our commitment to working with all types
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of Poultry farmer in Ireland. Our initial
work has been with broilers, but as in the
UK, we now are expanding into layers. In
the UK we provide veterinary services
and products to over two thirds of the
UK layer industry.

Variant Infectious
Bronchitis virus is
causing a problem
on some broiler farms. Some strains of |B
cause kidney damage and this leads to
excess water consumption. The increase in
water consumption leads to high humidity
and in some cases respiratory disease and
higher condemnation rates in the
processing plants. Most chicks are |B
vaccinated in the hatchery, but this is
usually with the standard Massachusetts

strain of IB which gives only a small
amount of cover against variant strains.
We don't want to introduce a new
vaccine to the system, especially if the wet
litter is not due to IB. If you have any
concerns or see higher than normal
condemnations please contact Liam to
arrange for blood tests to be carried out
on farm. These tests are not expensive
and will allow us to decide what control
measures are needed.

Broiler litter is not bad at present, with
some exceptions where the early
mortality has been high. We have trialed
with some success the use of
chlortetracycline in the feed during either
the grower phase or the starter The
problem with Chlortetracyline is that in
general the bacteria we see in young
chicks are not sensitive to it, requiring
additional antibiotic usage in the water.
Over the next few months we are
recommending our clients to change their
starter medication to Apralan as we see
more sensitivity to this product when we
carry out post mortems. Our policy is to
change the medication on a regular basis
to prevent resistance build up.

The Poultry Industry

In some major poultry markets red mite
is now acknowledged as the major pest in
the layer sector.
